This is subtraction by taking away: 80 take away 20
equals 60. Use when the numbers are further apart.

Click for answer.

This is subtraction by counting on (difference):
60 count on 20 equals 80, so 80 — 60 = 20
(the difference between 80 and 60 equals 20).

Use when the numbers are closer.




Subtraction by taking away:

60 -10=50

Subtraction bg counting on:

60 - 50 =10

Click on the sum for answers.

Subtraction by taking away:

70-30=40

Subtraction bg counting on:

70-40=30

Click on the sum for answers.
Click angwhere else for the next questions.




Subtraction by taking away:

90-20=70

Subtraction bg counting on:

90-70=20

Click angwhere else for the next questions.
