Please continue to work at your child’s pace and dip in and out of the previous weeks 

planning as needed. 

Day Activity 

Monday 8th June   Flash through the sound cards/play splat the sound 

Ask your child to read the following words and create a list to 

show whether these items belong at the Farm or the Park or 

both: 

swing, pig, chicken, bench, hay, tree, sheep, barn, pond, duck 
Tuesday 9th June Flash through the sound cards/play splat the sound 

Ask your child to look at the picture below, can they write down 

all the things they can see that have the ‘ee’, ‘air’, ‘igh’ and ‘ow’ 

sound. 

 
Wednesday 10th June For this activity you will need a dice and the grid below. Roll the 

dice, read the word and tick it off. Which sound line will you 

complete first? You may like to play with a grown up or a sibling. 

(But they might need some help 😉) 

 
Thursday 11th June Flash through the sound cards. Explain today we are going to look 

at our tricky words (words we can’t sound out.) Write out the 

following words on to pieces of paper or card- he she we me be 

you are her was all they my 

Go through them as flash cards making a pile of known and found 

a bit tricky. You could give your child ownership of which pile to 

put it in. Look through the unknown words together. Say the word 

for your child to repeat.  

Now play a game of splat the tricky word. Include all of the known 

and 2 of the unknown. You say the word they splat it.
