Daily Dashboard
· Every day before we start our learning, we discuss our timetable for the day using language such as then, next, after and before. E.g.: After phonics, we wash our hands before lunch.
This provides and supports the children with an understanding of what is expected of them during the day and when. We often refer back to it during the day if we need to.

· We discuss what day it was yesterday, what day it is today and what day it will be tomorrow.

· We talk about the number date (yesterday was the 22nd, what is 1 more than 22?) and the month. 

We do this to model and assess the Maths skills the children need- 1 more than, using mathematical language for time- before, next, yesterday, today, knowing the days of the week. 

· We then recap how we are ready, respectful and safe. You may want to use this time to outline your expectations for the day, especially if you need to complete your own work. Eg: After we have done our learning activity, I need you to do your busy learning time in the living room, whilst I work here/make lunch in the kitchen/ do jobs etc. Include your children as much as you can eg: helping to prepare snack/lunch/tidying up after themselves. (We always have tidy up time after busy learning time, before we get started on our learning. *If they are in the middle of something, we allow them to keep it out to come back to it. We encourage the children to put things away as they are finished with them.)

· Additional ideas for this time:
· Recording the weather.
· Talking about the season.
· Ambitious word for the week. 

· If you have extra time on your hands; together you could create signs to support with the daily dashboard.
· Yesterday was… Today is….  Tomorrow will be… 
· Draw pictures for different times during the day.  

· [bookmark: _GoBack]As part of our behaviour strategies, the children can achieve ‘shout outs’ (stars) during the day (we display on our dashboard.) They could be for great ideas, answers, tidying, being independent, wow moments etc. When they get to an agreed number (we do 5) we have a special 5 minute treat. It might be dancing, playing musical statues, using a go noodle dance. You could always do more shout outs for bigger treats eg: baking, watching a film etc. *Let your child choose the treat and together work out how many ‘shout outs’ it is worth.
