Our Transition Programme

Nursery visits
Stay and play sessions in June/July
New parent meeting in July
Invite you to join our parent communication platform
Staggered Start in September
▪ An introductory morning- 8.50-11.45 in small groups
▪ Sessions to include lunchtime- 8.50-1.15 for all children
▪ First full day- 8.50- 3.00 for all children
Home visits in September
10-15 minute appointment in the safety and security of the child’s home to 
begin building the school parent relationship.



Structure of the day

Learning through play inside and outside the classroom:

• Phonic sessions

• Sustained periods of child led play and adult interactions

• Math sessions

• Lunchtime

• Daily focused sessions

• Story time sessions

• Outdoor learning sessions

• PE sessions 

• Milk and healthy snacks available throughout the day

• Celebration and singing assembly
