RSHE Update for Families: Preparing for September 2026:  At King’s Court First School, we remain committed to 

providing high-quality PSHE and RSHE that helps our children grow into confident, respectful and well-informed 

young people. As part of this, we are preparing for the new government statutory RSHE guidance, which 

schools must follow from 1 September 2026. This updated guidance replaces the 2019 version and aims to 

ensure that RSHE reflects children’s real experiences—especially online—and supports their wellbeing and 

safety. [gov.uk] 

What’s Changing Nationally?  The Department for Education has updated RSHE following extensive consultation 

with parents, young people and experts to ensure lessons are age-appropriate, safeguarding-focused and 

transparent to families. Key national changes include: [questions-...liament.uk] 

• Strengthened online safety and digital wellbeing content, including online financial harms, scams, 

gaming monetisation, and understanding privacy and data use.  

• Clearer expectations for teaching the correct names for body parts to support confident safeguarding 

and reduce stigma.  

• Expanded focus on personal safety including road, rail, water and fire safety.  

• Primary schools strongly encouraged to teach about diverse families, including same-sex parents, in 

the context of loving, stable relationships.  

• Removal of proposed universal age limits—schools must instead judge content to be age- and 

stage-appropriate.  

• Clarification that gender identity is not a compulsory topic, while pupils must learn the facts and law 

about biological sex and gender reassignment, taught respectfully.  

• Greater clarity around mental health teaching, including supporting children’s understanding of 

change, grief and loneliness.  

• Strengthened parental transparency, meaning all RSHE materials must be available for parents to view.  

These changes aim to add clarity, consistency and support for schools while keeping safeguarding central.

This week in Team Magic:  
This week in Team Magic, we have been focusing on using our oral blending skills in Phonics to read photocopy 
and red book ditties. We are working very hard to fred talk the green words and recognising the red words ‘I’ 
‘of’ ‘my’ ‘the’ and ‘put’. 
As Mathematicians we have been working on building 9 and 10. We are focusing on number bonds, doubles, 
representing with concrete resources and making these numbers in different ways. We have been getting on 
very well with this and are challenging our learning further with extended mathematical vocabulary.  
As writers we have been working on making a change to our Mrs Pirate poem that we can write a sentence 
about. These include different rhyming pairs and using our phonetical knowledge to sound out the different 
words we need. We are also working on using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.  
In provision we celebrated science day with a carousel of different activities that spark curiosity. We explored 
dinosaur habitats, took part in a milk/germ experiment, created our curiosity posters and had a go at matching 
wildlife faces together. The children were very excited by this and it was great to see them so engaged in 
Science! We have also been enjoying Zoo movements in PE and looking at creating a poem using our outdoor 
learning time on Thursdays.

This week in Team Believe:  
As Mathematicians, we have been investigating measurements by comparing cm and meters. This week we 
have been identifying which unit of measure should be used to measure each object. As writers, we have been 
using our five senses to describe our favourite place using our imagination. As Historians, we have been 
investigating the life of Florence Nightingale, the problems she faced and the solutions she implemented.     
As writers, Hedgehog class have been learning new poems. This week they have listened to, discussed and 
performed the poem ‘Here are the Lady’s Knives and Forks’. Next week, the children will write their own poem 
with the structure of rhyming words and description. As Mathematicians, the children have been learning about 
items that are heavy and light using the terms ‘greater than’, ‘same as’ and ‘less than’. As Scientists, the children 
have been learning about the four seasons. They have identified which months of the years correlate to which 
season.

This week in Team Inspire:  
As mathematicians, the Owls have been developing their understanding of fractions. We have been learning 
how to recognise and compare fractions, as well as discussing how fractions represent equal parts of a whole. 
The children have used visual models such as fraction bars and diagrams to help explain their thinking and 
compare different fractions. This week, we have begun learning about measuring mass, exploring different units 
such as grams and kilograms. 
As writers, we have been exploring the features of descriptive poetry. The children have looked closely at how 
poets use powerful adjectives, similes, and other figurative language techniques to create vivid images for the 
reader. Inspired by the poems we have read together; the Owls have endeavoured to use these techniques to 
write their own descriptive verses. 
As scientists, we carried out an experiment to investigate how light reflects off different surfaces. The children 
made predictions and then tested a variety of materials to observe how well they reflected light. We are looking 
forward to continuing our investigations as we explore the nature of light. 
Owls optional Homework: 
This week in Deer class, the children have added a variety of elements to their descriptive poems, including 
expanded noun phrases and adjectives, using wider and more sophisticated vocabulary.  For example, they have 
taken a picture of a candle and used powerful adjectives to describe it - such as   flickering, lonely, glowing, 
gentle, shimmering and the most powerful and popular adjective: solitary!

Our School Ethos and Values 

At King’s Court First School, our values underpin everything we do. Our motto, ‘Caring, Sharing and Learning 

Together’, guides our community. Children learn and model our behaviour values—Ready, Respectful, Safe—

and develop our learning behaviours: Resilience, Enthusiasm and Determination (RED). Our nurture-informed 

practice includes ELSA, the Nurture Room, My Happy Minds, Bubble Boxes, calm corners in every class and a 

whole-school Trauma-Informed Relationships approach. 

 

Our Vision for PSHE (including RSHE) 

PSHE is central to children’s development as healthy, confident and respectful individuals. Our curriculum 

builds emotional literacy, communication skills, empathy and the confidence to stay safe and form positive 

relationships. 

 

Curriculum Framework and Statutory Requirements 

We deliver statutory Relationships Education and Health Education in line with the updated DfE RSHE 

guidance (to be fully implemented by Sept 2026). Our curriculum follows the Jigsaw PSHE 3–11 programme, 

providing a carefully sequenced, age-appropriate journey from Reception to Year 4. [gov.uk] 

The Jigsaw Approach 

Each half-term focuses on one of six ‘Puzzles’: 

• Autumn 1: Being Me in My World 

• Autumn 2: Celebrating Difference 

• Spring 1: Dreams and Goals 

• Spring 2: Healthy Me 

• Summer 1: Relationships 

• Summer 2: Changing Me 

Lessons develop emotional literacy, respectful communication and problem-solving, supported by mindfulness 

practice and class Learning Charters. 

What We Teach: Relationships & Health Education 

Children learn about: 

Relationships Education (statutory): 

Families, friendships, respectful relationships, online relationships and being safe.

appropriate for First School age). 

All content is taught in an age-appropriate way, with strong safeguarding messages. 

Sex Education at King’s Court (First School 4–9) 

We do not teach separate sex education within PSHE. 

Any factual learning about human reproduction is delivered only through the statutory Science curriculum, 

which parents cannot withdraw from. 

Inclusive Practice and Equality 

We teach inclusively and sensitively, presenting families in many forms and promoting respect for all. Content 

aligns with the Equality Act (2010). This reflects national expectations that primary children understand that 

families may include same-sex parents.  

Safeguarding and Support 

PSHE supports safeguarding by giving children vocabulary, confidence and strategies to seek help. Staff follow 

school safeguarding procedures, ensuring concerns are addressed promptly. 

Working with Parents 

We welcome questions and make all RSHE materials available for parents to view, as required under the 2026 

guidance. Parents may request information about content taught each term.  

Assessment and Monitoring 

We assess through observation, discussion and reflection. Monitoring includes planning reviews, learning
