WHAT ARE THE CHILDREN LEARNING ABOUT THIS WEEK?

This week in Team Magic:

This week in Team Magic we have had a busy and exciting start back to school, with some groups now reading
ditty’s in phonics and doing incredibly well with this new challenge. Across the class, we are working hard with
our oral blending, and it has been lovely to see the children’s progress.

In Maths, we are finishing our work on the numbers 6, 7 and 8, exploring their composition and different ways
they can be represented. We have also been learning how to combine two groups, using practical resources to
help us.

In Literacy, the children really enjoyed their drama workshop that took place on the last day of term. They were
very excited to join in and share their ideas and worked together to save the toyshop! This term, we have
introduced poetry, and the children have been enjoying listening to and exploring poems together. We have
been looking closely at rhyming pairs and the rhythm of words, helping the children tune into patterns they can
hear.

Across provision, the children have been full of energy and imagination. They have enjoyed role play, dressing
up, and lots of climbing and jumping as part of their physical development.

This week in Team Believe:

The children have returned to Team Believe wonderfully after such a busy and exciting holiday, showing an
enthusiastic approach to their learning. As Mathematicians, we are continuing to develop our fluency and recall
in multiplication and division word problems. This week we have been using resources and strategies such as
arrays grouping and sharing numbers. As writers, Squirrel class are exploring performance poetry by using their
imagination. We have engaged with poems with authors such as Michael Rosen.

As writers, Hedgehog class have been introduced to poetry. This week they have listened to, discussed and
performed famous nursery rhymes. Over the next few weeks, the children will be exposed to more poems as we
look at the structure of rhyming words and description. As Mathematicians, the children have been learning
their numbers up to 50, looking at its value and different ways of representations using ten frames and part-
whole models.

This week in Team Inspire:

This week in English, Owl Class have been exploring descriptive and narrative poetry, learning about their key
features and experimenting with reciting poems using rich language, expression and imagery. In maths, the
children have been developing their understanding of fractions and have shown great enthusiasm in tackling
new concepts with growing confidence.

As scientists, we have also begun our new topic on light, where the class have shown real curiosity and
eagerness to investigate sources of light. In history, we have started our learning about Ancient Rome, and the
children are particularly excited for our upcoming workshop next week, which will bring this fascinating period
to life.

In DT, our learning is linked closely to our history topic. We will be exploring Ancient Roman buildings,
developing our understanding of how they were designed and constructed, and having a go at creating our own
strong and stable structures.

In Deer class, the children have begun to explore poetry and have completed their cold task. In maths, the
children have really enjoyed learning about length using the units of cm, m and km. They especially enjoyed
estimating different lengths and then investigating!
